PowerSchool portal they will need to be added before they may start the Brightspace process. Schools
are JUST beginning to use BrightSpace as a communication tool so be patient as staff learns this new tool
as well. Asyour student(s) travel through the grades in RDPSD, they will access the features within the
BrightSpace Learning Management System more and more. When a parent logs in, they will have access
to all of their children regardless of the school they attend. This will be another great communication

tool for schools and parents.

Please contact the school if you have any questions about BrightSpace.
